1. 139 (17%) judges, out of 837 not reappointed in December 2009, proved that there was no legal ground for ceasing their judicial office: 32 of them have been reappointed on 21. 7. 2010 in additional concurs, and 107 of them succeeded in the review procedure 

2. President’s of Judges’ Association case was negatively resolved on the last day of review 
3. Though acting as a tribunal in the review procedure, HJC has been working in full composition only on the first out of 40 review sessions, adopting in that way only 11% (86) decisions
4. One can observe the drastic decrease of the positive decisions: from 42% on the first review session on 20.7.2011 (36 positive decisions out of 86 adopted), to 24% in the I review part (before the suspension) and to 6%  in the II part of review
5. In the II part of the review, the number of positive decisions adopted on 24 HJC sessions: 25 is:

- 3 time less then in the I part of the review (with 82 positive decisions, that is 24% of all adopted) 

- Less for 1/3 than on only one, the first review session, with 36 positive decisions 

6. One case remained unsolved. HJC provided only 309 written decisions out of 752 adopted
